Operation Christmas Child’s mission is to provide local partners 
around the world with shoeboxes filled with small toys, hygiene items, 
and school supplies as a means of reaching out to children in their own 
communities with the Good News of Jesus Christ.

Personal care item (toothbrush, bandages, blanket, non-liquid lip balm, 
etc.). Small craft or activities (coloring books/crayons, puzzles/cars, chalk, 
clothing, accessories). 
 
Personal Note:  You may include your picture and  your address so the 
child can write you back. The box can be decorated with paper before you 
put the items in it but do not wrap it like a present. 
 
We will also collect monetary donations which  
we will use to buy items for additional shoe  
boxes.
